The Windows tool is equipped with state-of-the-art object recognition. She finds out which areas of the photo are decisive for the overall impression - and optimizes them with priority. It also corrects misexposures, brightens shadows, redistributes tonal values, adjusts color tones, performs a white balance, and optimizes saturation and contrast.

Sven Abels: " If the user is not satisfied with the automatic processing, he can use the slider to delicately reduce the intensity of the processing. An image can also be rotated immediately if it is in the wrong orientation.“

PhotoBoost imports images in popular formats such as JPG, BMP, GIF, TIFF and RAW. Even images with a size of 40 MB or more do not pose any problems for the tool. EXIF data are not lost during the conversion.

Abelssoft PhotoBoost requires Windows 7 to 10, can be tested for 30 days in the trial version and costs 10 Euro in the full version. 
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
